· Money bags (p.18) and Money challenge (p 19) from Little people Big maths (ATM)
· More prompts for money talk can be generated from children’s literature and role-play areas (to be discussed on 16th October )
· Also ‘real world events’ such as class cake sale

· Software – see TES recommendations (need to be reviewed!)

· Think-talk-maths boxes (money focus) some examples with different levels of challenge which can be adapted with different props, prices and available money.
